


Application and Installation
The Model F1FR/ CCP Concealed Sprinkler uses the ½″

orifice, ½″ NPT (R½), 135°(57°C), 155° (68°C), 175°
(79°C) or 200°F (93°C) Model F1FR Pendent Sprinkler
with a threaded Model CCP cup which is factory attached 
to the sprinkler.  The assembly is completed by the
installation of the attractive, low profile, 135°F (57°C) or
165°F (74°C) rated Model CCP push on cover plate
assembly.  The cover plate and sprinkler cup assemblies
are joined using a cover plate skirt with flexible tabs for
threaded engagement.  A choice of two cover plate
assemblies provide either ½″ (13mm) or 5

16″ (8mm) of
cover adjustment.

Do not install these sprinklers in ceiling which have
positive pressure in the space above.

After a 25
8″ (67mm) di am e ter hole is cut in the ceil ing,

the sprin kler is eas ily in stalled with the Model RC1
Wrench.  A Tef lon∗-based thread seal ant should be
ap plied to the sprin kler threads only.  The Model RC1
Wrench is then used to en gage the sprin kler wrench ing
sur faces and to in stall the sprin kler in the fit ting.  When
in sert ing or re mov ing the wrench from the sprin kler/cup
as sem bly, care should be taken to pre vent dam age to
the sprin kler.  DO NOT WRENCH ON ANY OTHER PART
OF THE SPRINKLER.  The cover plate is then pushed
onto the cup.  Fi nal ad just ment is made by hand turn ing
the cover plate un til the skirt flange makes full con tact
with the ceil ing.  Cover plate re moval re quires turn ing in
the coun ter clock wise di rec tion.

After installation, inspect all sprinklers to ensure that
there is a gap between the cover plate and ceiling and
that the four cup slots are open and free from any air flow
impediment to the space above.

Concealed cover plate/cup assemblies are listed only
for use with specific sprinklers.  The use of any other
concealed cover plate/cup assembly with the Model
F1FR Pendent Sprinkler or the use of the Model CCP
Concealed cover plate assembly on any sprinkler with
which it is not specifically listed my prevent good fire
protection and will void all guarantees, warranties, listings 
and approvals.  

Maintenance
Model F1FR/CCP Concealed Sprinklers should be

inspected quarterly and the sprinkler system maintained in
accordance with NFPA 25.  Do not clean sprinklers with
soap and water, ammonia or any other cleaning fluids. 
Remove dust by using a soft brush or gentle vacuuming. 
Remove any sprinkler cover plate assembly which has
been painted (other than factory applied) or damaged in
any way.  A stock of spare sprinklers should be maintained
to allow quick replacement of damaged or operated
sprinklers. Prior to installation, sprinklers should be
maintained in the original cartons and packaging until
used to minimize the potential for damage to sprinklers that 
would cause improper operation or non-operation.
